SCOPE OF WORK


Analytical and Professional Support Services for


 The Institute for Water Resources

Introduction:  The Institute for Water Resources (IWR) is a U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) element established to conduct research, policy, program, and economic analyses, training and technical assistance to the Corps’ Headquarters and Corps district and division offices.   Support is rendered through the IWR’s various divisions at the Humphreys Engineer Center in Alexandria, Virginia, and the Hydrologic Engineer Center at Davis, California. 

Major responsibilities of IWR include analysis of long term water resources trends and needs, strategic planning for the Corps Civil Works program, the development of methods and models to evaluate, formulate and manage water transportation and water resources plans and projects, and the conduct of policy and program analyses to improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the civil works program.  

IWR is currently responsible for a number of Corps water resources related activities or programs and water transportation (both harbors and waterways) including, but not limited to the evaluation of Civil Works Strategic Plans, Civil Works Policies and Programs, National Economic Development Benefits for water resources development and navigation improvements, Dredging Analysis, Transportation Systems Studies, Transportation Cost Analysis, Inland Waterway Traffic Forecasts, Harbor Services User Fee Analysis, Macroeconomic Commodity and Fleet Forecasts at the world, U.S., regional port, and project levels, Investment and Financial Analysis, Performance Measurements and Evaluations, etc.   IWR also routinely provides technical assistance to the Corps’ Headquarters, Corps Field Operating Activities (divisions, districts, and labs), other Army Commands, and other Federal agencies encompassing a broad range of topic areas related to inland waterways, harbors, and water resources.

Examples of the areas of study and the kinds of expertise IWR provides to its customers through its research, analysis, and technical assistance and training activities include the following:  Economic Analysis for Flood Damage Reduction, Water Supply, Navigation, Risk Analysis, Recreation, and Coastal Protection projects; Ecosystem Restoration Analysis; National Studies for Water Resources Development; Regulatory Program Analysis; Decision Support Systems; Institutional Analysis; Financial Analysis of Water Projects; Incremental Cost Analysis for Environmental Projects; Management Information Warehousing and Integration; Hydrologic Planning and Engineering; Homeland Security; and Survey Research Methods including Questionnaire Design.  This description is not intended to be all inclusive of the scope of this effort, but rather to provide insight into the potential variety that could be involved in this contracting effort. 

Goals and Objectives:  The basic goal of this Indefinite Quantity Contract is to obtain technical and analytical support services for the Institute for Water Resources that are generally not 

available within the Corps.  These services will be used by IWR in accomplishing its 

navigation analysis, flood damage reduction and ecosystem restoration missions and reimbursable work units.  The objectives of this work fall into the categories mentioned in the introduction above and will be limited to areas related to the USACE Civil Works water transportation and water resources program.

Statement of Work:  This is an indefinite quantity contract for one year.  Option years, to be determined annually, could extend the contract period up to five (5) years from the start date.  The estimated limits on this contract are $10,000,000 per year and/or $50,000,000 for the life of the contract.  The government will guarantee a maximum of 2.0% of the yearly potential, or $200,000 for each year that the contract is in effect.  Within the broad range of possibilities for this Scope of Work, the Contractor may be expected to provide technical and analytical support for a variety of levels of work efforts.  The following is a representative sample of tasks that may be required under this contract:

1.  Conduct studies on policy, planning, development, operation of water resources in the United States as well as in foreign countries in support of USACE.    Examples of the areas of study and the kinds of expertise include the following: National and Regional Studies for Water Resources Development, Economic Analysis for Flood Control, Water Supply, Navigation, Recreation, and Coastal Protection projects; Environmental Analysis; Regulatory Program Analysis; Decision Support Systems; Institutional Analysis; Financial Analysis of Water Projects; Incremental Cost Analysis for Environmental Projects; Management Information Warehousing and Integration; Hydrologic Planning and Engineering; Homeland Security; and Survey Research Methods including Questionnaire Design.  This description is not intended to be all inclusive of the scope of this effort, but rather to provide insight into the potential variety that could be involved in this contracting effort. 

2. Perform strategic analyses of emerging and potential water resources needs and 

issues.  Conduct strategic assessments of broad socio-economic and technological trends as they influence and affect water resources.  Employ scenario construction and “war game” methodologies for water resources strategic assessments.

3.   Provide analysis of Civil Works budget data to identify trends and other pertinent information.  Conduct program analysis and evaluation studies of Civil Works program effectiveness and efficiency.

4. Perform research and analysis to identify sound organizational and management 

principles relative to effective project and program management, and efficient operations of water resources related projects.   Perform research and analysis to support planning (i.e., project formulation, evaluation, trade-off analysis, and plan selection) and operations.

5.  Conduct water resources planning, policy, operations, program analysis and research 

studies on the development of  new requirements, methodologies and analytical tools.  

In addition, render analytical support services to the regional planning centers of expertise at each USACE division headquarters.

6.   Support IWR and Corps FOA studies of water resources related investment issues, needs, and requirements.   Such support will include, in part, assessments at the project, regional, and national levels, multimodal analysis, traffic forecasts by commodity groups, ecosystem restoration, and the value of water resources programs to local, regional, and national economies.   It will also include participation in collaborative planning to include group facilitation as needed and other public involvement, sponsor coordination and contribution to the planning process. 

7.   Provide IWR’s Navigation Data Center (NDC) with Automated Information System (AIS) design, development, testing, operation, maintenance, and users assistance related to transactional, Geographical Information and OLAP Systems.  This includes software products; Oracle database, Designer, Discover, Express, Financial Analyzer, Forms and Web DB; ESRI GIS products and Web developer tools.  Also provide LCMIS and DITSCAP documentation and testing.   

8.   Conduct business management information analyses, and design appropriate data and information management systems to support existing or revised program goals, objectives, policies, and procedures.

9.   Develop, maintain and enhance decision-support and automated information

management systems to support performance-based budgeting and program execution analyses using web-based technology, relational, and multi-dimensional database management software.

10. Develop and deliver user support through electronic and telephonic media to support 

information system users.  Provide training and instruction as required to support on-going system use.  Prepare and update system help documentation for on-line user support for data and information management systems.

11. Conduct inland and deep draft navigation analysis and program development studies to examine the relevancy and effectiveness of current navigation development and policies; the need for new policies, programs, and approaches; and options available to the Corps in resolving policy problems and issues.

12.  Develop methods and procedures needed to implement proposed or current Corps economic analysis of navigation development and operational regulations.  These methods and procedures include commodity movements, multimodal networks, risk analysis, vessels, regional economics, intermodal competition, systems analysis and 

multimodal analysis of shallow-draft and deep-draft projects, a spatial equilibrium model using GIS, econometric analyses of socio-economic data, performance measures, reliability; military uses of navigation infrastructure; and integration with the Operations and Maintenance Business Information Link (OMBIL).

13. Develop complete databases using readily available sources, such as water transportation and economic data, census data, voter registration data, employment and income data, city or county historical records, etc. or when other sources are lacking, develop original data through survey or other appropriate techniques.

14. Develop navigation analysis tools and stakeholder outreach communication instruments, including electronic media such as development of Internet homepages and websites, and online interactive tools.

15. Develop survey instruments and survey designs for transportation systems research  

studies, and assist in the implementation of these or other surveys.

16.  Develop and test hydrologic and planning models and solutions through analyses and case study testing.  Apply a variety of HEC models at Corps sites to determine suitable planning and operation activities.  Apply Shared Vision Planning models to specific study areas.

17.  Plan and facilitate workshops and prepare proceedings to support IWR studies and activities on water resources management and development.

18.  Support IWR and FOA studies of coastal shore protection and sediment management issues, needs, and requirements.

19.  Support IWR and Corps FOA studies of aquatic resource regulatory issues, need and requirements.

20.  Develop homeland security and emergency management decision support 

models related to civil works business functions and conduct analyses through case study applications as required. 

21.  Develop technical software (models) to address specific research requirements, 

as needed.   Such models may address water supply/conservation, cost effectiveness and incremental cost analysis, multi-criteria decision making for multiple purpose projects, and other related economic formulation and evaluation issues.                               

22.  Develop decision support systems and analytical tools to manage, analyze and present information to facilitate decision processes in ORACLE software products and WEB baseline technologies.

            23.  Develop new or modify existing training materials for use in Corps of Engineer 

            Sponsored training courses. 

24. Develop multi-media displays and/or exhibits for use at professional conferences, 

exhibitions, and/or training environments.

25. Store all the documentations, results, methods, procedures and reports for all task 

orders and projects in indexed CDs for references.

Work to be Performed by the Contractor (Products):  The Contractor, upon receipt of each task order, will perform all work required to accomplish the stated needs.  Each task order will specify the kind of product required to satisfy the task.  The following list is typical of the kinds of products required in many of our contract products.  Unless otherwise stated specifically in a task order, all final products under this contract will be presented "camera ready".  Final products will also be prepared in five print copies and electronic form suitable for stand alone personal computers (PCS).

Typically, research reports will include as a minimum: executive summary; statement of problem; objectives; description of study approach and analyses; a statement of findings and conclusions.

2.  Letter reports:  Short reports in letter form pertaining to such matters as sample design, statistical analysis procedures, questionnaire, and research design.

3.  Review and Critique:  Timely critique and review of such program elements as research or program designs or work performed by others.  This could also include literature reviews and critical analyses of the literature being reviewed.

4.  Software development:  The Contractor will, when necessary, develop specific software applications to address critical navigation issues as defined by IWR.  Such software may consist of standard spreadsheet programs or may be significantly more complicated requiring programming using a modern development language or integration of several software components.    Such languages include, but are not limited to, C++, Access DB, and Visual Basic.    All softwares and hardwares developed by the contractors shall be compliant with the most recent DITSCAP guidelines unless specified by the Government.   The contractor will be required for tasks relating to the Corps of Engineers databases and IT infrastructure access to have a National Agency Check (NAC).

5.  Procedural and User Manuals:  Rather than the technical reporting of research findings, these reports describe how to implement resulting procedures and methodologies, possibly including software applications.  As such, the target audience is typically the lay reader or less experienced professional.

6.  Training:   Including the development or modification of training courses/materials 

and, if necessary, the presentation of training courses.    This could include the 

development of course workbooks and lesson plans; the modification of existing materials and/or the use of off-the-shelf training materials as directed by IWR to conduct training courses, seminars, or workshops on the topic of interest.

7. Facilitation Services:  Collaborative problem solving and planning are the focus of 

Corps planning efforts.   Exceptional facilitation and organizational skills are needed to fulfill these tasks for IWR as well as for divisions and districts in these endeavors.

Performance of Service:

1.  The Contractor shall furnish the services as the government may require when ordered in writing by the Contracting Officer during the period of this contract.  In performing required services, the Contractor shall provide all professional services necessary in receiving assignments, planning and supervising work, estimating cost, checking work during progress, checking completed work, and reporting results.

2.  The Contractor shall submit a time and cost estimate for each proposed delivery order/task order and shall submit his plans for performance of the work.  At a minimum, the Contractors' plans will include: (1) a statement of understanding of the task; (2) a description of the approach to the task; (3) a list of participants by expertise (also by name if other than those submitted in the Contractors' original qualifications package); (4) level of effort estimated by labor category, e.g. principal investigator, research assistant, administrative support and; (5) a cost estimate.  All products, including photographs, slides, software, databases and reports produced under this contract shall become property of the U. S. Government.  NOTE:  THE GOVERNMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO APPROVE CONTRACTOR RECOMMENDED CHANGES IN TECHNICAL PERSONNEL DURING THE LIFE OF THE CONTRACT.
3.  After review and approval of the Contractor's planned estimate of the cost, including discussions/negotiations if required, the Contracting Officer may issue a written delivery order/task order, DD Form 1155.

4.  During the prosecution of the work, the Contractor shall provide adequate professional supervision to insure adequacy, quality, completeness, and progress of the work.

5.  The Contractor is expected to review work in progress to determine the probability of meeting established completion dates.  The Contractor shall furnish timely notification when established completion dates cannot be met.

Government-furnished support:  Facilities, equipment, data, documents, computer software and hardware, and other materials to be made available for Contractor use, if any, will be specified in each delivery order.

a. Technical Understanding and Approach (FACTOR A).  

The sub-factors below are listed in the descending order of importance.

(1)  Understanding of support needs.   Offeror's grasp and understanding of the methods and techniques required to perform research, systems analysis and analytical support services in the Corps of Engineers navigation and water resources fields.

(2)  Technical approach for responding to task orders.   This element will be demonstrated with the submission of a sample task.  Specifically, the solicitor should provide a sample of existing work rather than develop new materials for this proposal.  The sample should contain the minimum amount of material that adequately represents the capabilities of the company to perform the requested work.   The sample task shall include, at a minimum, a bibliography, table of contents, footnotes, appendices or annexes, and an executive summary. work under this contract, how much of each principal investigator’s time could be devoted to this contracting effort.

c. Past Performance and Experience of the Firm (FACTOR C).  

Firm’s past performance and experience in work scope area in the past five years.      Offeror's past performance and experience in providing technical and other study support for the Corps of Engineers, other Army Commands, other DOD or Federal agencies.   A maximum of five letters of recommendation are needed.

d.  Organizational Management, Structure and Capabilities of the Firm (FACTOR D).  



Sub-factors are listed in the order of descending importance.

(1)  Adequacy of the management plan and organizational structure for accomplishment 
of work and services of the magnitude involved in this contract.

(2)  Application of key personnel.  Adequacy of proposed work force required to respond to the fluctuating workloads and requirements of this contract.

(3)  Adequacy of the technical and administrative facilities and staff to accomplish and support the contractual performance.

e.   Cost proposals will be evaluated for reasonableness and to determine the best overall value to the Government.   This factor shall be judged on the degree to which the proposed cost/price elements are reasonable and consistent with the work to be performed.    Excessively high or low cost/price sub-factors may be deemed to indicate

1.   Principal Investigator (PI)

RESP: The PI will be the senior topic expert on the assigned task.  The PI will design the approach for solving the problem and will oversee the execution of the study, providing advice and guidance as necessary.  It is expected that the PI with the most expertise in the required discipline will work on that task, e.g. a task requiring expertise in economics should be headed by a PI with a background in economics. 

MQ: The PI shall have a PhD in a discipline** that is closely related to the water resources fields, plus 3 years of experience in these fields, 2 of which must have been at a level of responsibility equivalent to the senior analysts or PI level.  In lieu of the PhD, the PI may substitute a Masters degree in a related field plus 5 years of experience in water resources fields, 3 years at the PI level.  Similarly, a Bachelors degree in a related field plus 8 years of experience in water resources fields, 3 years at the PI level meets the minimum qualifications.

2.   Senior Analysts (SA)  

RESP:  The SA will work closely with the PI in developing the approach for solving the problem.  The SA will then be the study manager in charge of carrying out the technical aspects of the study.  The SA will normally design and perform any analysis of data and draw conclusions.  

MQ:  The SA shall have a PhD in a discipline that is closely related to these fields, plus 2 years of experience in water resources fields, or a Masters degree in a related field plus 3 years of experience or a Bachelors degree in a related field plus 4 years of experience.

3.  Journeyman Analysts (JA)  

RESP:  The JA will work closely with the SA in conducting the analysis of data and drawing conclusions.  The JA will also work closely with SA to write-up the results of the study and to prepare any summary of findings and recommendations.  

MQ:  The JA shall have a PhD in a discipline related to water resources fields, or a Masters degree plus 2 years of experience at the Research Assistant level or a Bachelors degree plus 3 years experience at the Research Assistant level.

4.   Programmer/Analysts (P/A) 

RESP:  The P/A will be responsible for modifying existing computer software or developing new programs to perform various kinds of analysis as directed by the PI and or the SA for the task. 

MQ:  The P/A shall have a minimum of 5 years experience in developing and writing computer software applications.  Two years of this experience shall have been in water resources related fields.

. Research Assistant (RA)
RESP:  The RA will be responsible for gathering data through various sources and sorting out that data into segments that are more useful to the SA and PI.  Data collection might consist of collecting original data through interviews, etc. or by use of the U. S. Census and other printed matter or computer files.  

MQ:  The RA shall have a minimum of a Masters degree or a Bachelors degree with one year experience in water resources related fields.

6.  Project Administrator (PA) 

RESP:  The PA will insure that the firm has all of the necessary resources available for carrying out an assigned task, including material supplies as well as personnel.  The PA will also insure that work progresses in a timely manner and that schedules are met.  When schedules cannot be met, the PA will be responsible for notifying the Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officers Representative and requesting an extension.

7.   Writer/Editor (W/E)  

RESP:  Some tasks will require a formal written report, to be completed and presented camera ready for publication. This might mean clarifying technical points so that the layman can understand what is being presented.  The degree of simplicity required will be determined by the nature of the task.  MQ:  The W/E shall have a Bachelors degree and a minimum of 5 years of experience in writing and editing reports and books for publication.
