CHEMICAL TREATMENT

1. The contractor shall furnish all necessary labor, material, equipment, and supervision to perform chemical treatment, testing, and check/charge all closed loop systems to include: various cooling towers, chillers, and boiler systems.

2. Work shall be performed from 1 Nov. 2003 to 30 Oct. 2004. Services shall be performed monthly during that period.

3. Systems included in this contract are as follows: Cooling towers, boilers, steam boiler humidifiers, chilled water systems, hot water systems, and water softening systems.

4. The contractor shall test and treat systems for corrosion, fouling, scale and microbiological fouling. In addition the contractor shall provide and administer salt for water softening system.

5. The contractor shall recharge closed loop systems when required.

6. The contractor shall coordinate flushing systems with the operating engineer @ 703-428-7225. The contractor shall provide and administer boil-out chemicals (prior to wet storage) and chemicals to set-up boilers for wet storage.

7. The contractor shall provide an on-site test kit and a chemical log sheet. The contractor shall train the in-house maintenance personnel in the proper test procedures for monitoring chemical levels. The contractor shall provide service with-in 24 hours if chemical levels fall below levels set forth in this contract. 

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

1. Contractor shall be required to commence work within 5 calendar days after award of this contract.

2. The services required under this contract shall be performed weekdays between the hours of 0700 – 1530, once every month for one year.  All work shall be performed in a professional manner and in accordance with the manufacturer’s requirements.

3. On site testing and treatment shall be performed on all operating and charged systems in storage.

4. A written water analysis report shall be provided after each treatment to the operating engineer and to James Tidwell in building 2593, room 2D06, 703-428-6350. Reports shall contain current water conditions and actions taken.

5. Contractor shall make all adjustments and repairs to the water treatment equipment at no additional cost to the Government.

6. The Government reserves the right to have outside testing performed on water samples taken by the contractor. Additional tests may be required if the contractors and Governments sample test results vary more than 5 percent.

7. Water treatment equipment shall be kept in a safe and well-maintained operating condition and all debris shall be removed from site upon completion of monthly services.

8. The contractor shall provide a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for all chemicals used and shall display the general name of the chemical at service location.

9. Contractor shall provide a quality control plan prior to work start date. This plan will be utilized by the Government to monitor compliance with the contract.

10. Biocide treatments shall be alternated to prevent algae buildup in cooling towers. If algae is still present, other treatment shall be required.

11. Bleed controllers shall be operational at all times which shall include cleaning strainers and bleed valves.
