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1. Scope of Work: The contractor shall furnish all supervision,

labor, material, and equipment necessary to repair and maintain

elevators at Humphreys Engineer Center Support Activity. All work

will comply with these specifications. Services provided under

this contract include scheduled maintenance and repair (M&R)

services, unscheduled repair calls, emergency calls, and

inspections support.

2. General Specifications:
2.1 Information Library Requirements: The Contractor shall have and maintain, for the duration of the contract term, a reference library of information containing, (but not limited to) the ANSI/ASME A.17.1984 ‑ Safety Code for Elevators and Escalators, ANSI/ASME including A17.2 1985 ‑ Inspector.s Manual, all amendments, addenda and errata, ASNI/NEPA.70 ‑ 1984. The National Electrical Code, manufacturer.s equipment maintenance schedules. Electrical Code, manufacturer.s lubrication specifications and schedule equipment schematics (motion and logic), layouts, parts and assembly list and other basic information needed to properly test, adjust and maintain the equipment covered by this contract.

2.2 The publications listed below form a part of this specification to the extent referenced.

A) ‑ American National Standard Institute (ANSI)

‑ Safety Code A17.1 Elevators, Escalators and Moving walks.

‑ Safety Code A17.2. Inspector's Manual for Elevators and Escalators.

B) ‑ National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) National Electric Code

2.3 Inclusions. The following items are specifically included from this contract:

A) ‑ Deleted

B) ‑ Replacement of specific hoisting machine parts; motors, generators, gears, sheaves, shafts, bearings and ropes (including rope connections) which support the weight of the car.

C) - Replacement of hydraulic pumps.

D) - Deleted

2.4 Acceptance of Conditions by Contractor: By entering into this contract the Contract acknowledge that he has visited all job sites and is aware of the present condition of each piece of equipment. Furthermore, the Contractor agrees to perform all maintenance and repair on the equipment as required what; deficiencies pre‑existed or not. The Contractor assumes responsibility for all repairs on the equipment at the time accepts this contract, subject to the exclusions of Section 2.

2.5 Security and Maintenance of Equipment Rooms: Keys to equipment rooms will be provided to the Contracting Office Representative (COR). The Contractor shall insure that equipment rooms are kept locked at all times. The Contractor shall repair any broken or inoperative doors, closures, and locks to the before leaving at the end of the day. The Contractor shall keep the room and equipment clean of dust, dirt and oil. No lubricants or flammable materials will be stored in equipment at any time.

2.6 Employee Identification: Each employee of the Contract is to carry identification as prepared by the Contract identification information will include the employees full photograph (portrait), company name, address, telephone number, employees identification number and the signature and title of employees immediate supervisor.

2.7 Additions and Deletions to Contract: The COR reserve the right to remover any elevator from service at any time and delete or add equipment in this contract. Payment will be must only for service actually performed on elevators in service.

3. Technical Specifications:
3.1 Scheduled Maintenance and Repair M&R Services.
Services is defined as all repair recurring inspection adjustments, lubrications, repairs, and parts replacements are necessary to insure the continuous safe operations of equipment.

M&R Services will be performed monthly in accordance with the specifications of each of these terms as contained here:

3.1.1 Scheduling Services. Within fifteen (15) after date of award, the Contractor shall submit to the COR schedule of the dates for all M&R services. The proposed schedule shall list the type of work to be performed, equipment taped, serviced, and the estimated time to complete the work in each. After approval of the schedule, the Contractor shall complete the services in a timely manner. Monthly M&R service shall be performed within two (2) business days of the scheduled. No deviations from these time limits will be permitted without permission by the COR.

3.1.2 Operating Standards. The elevators shall be maintained to these operating standards at all times. If an inspection by the CAR reveals that an elevator does not met these standards, it shall be considered that the previous M&R Service on that elevator was improperly performed and the Contractor will be allowed two (2) business days to correct the deficiency. Failure to complete the repairs will be cause for the CAR to withhold payment for the previous M&R service.

3.1.3 Elevator M&R. Services will be performed to comply with all manufacturers recommendations. The following services will be performed as a minimum:

Car Operation. Ride all cars to detect and repair any improper operation of the car doors, hoist way door acceleration, leveling accuracy of floor stops, and the action the machine brake. Verify proper operation of the retractable edges. Review the performance of the elevators with Contracting Officer or his designated representative to determine if any malfunctions have occurred. Investigate any malfunction, which have occurred in connection with the operation of the attention to any problem involving unsafe operations, and necessary repairs. Examine the

car station and call buttons replacing any damaged switches, burned out lamps and broken butt. Replace all burned‑out bulbs or tubes in the car lighting system. Adjust car operations to maintain operating standards as listed Section 3.1.2.

Controller and Selector Panels. Observe operation of all control relays, contractors, and other devices proper sequence and replace or repair as required. If contracts exposed to excessive current, check the circuit, correct and replace burned contracts. For the safety of the elevator use do not work on relays which affect the operation of the car power operated doors while the car is in service. Make a visible inspection of magnet coils, relays, and contactors, devote special attention to the coils of relays that are continuous energized. Replace coils that have brittle insulation or cracked binders. Observe and check the operations of the floor select adjust as necessary and lightly lubricate.

Brakes. Examine and adjust the brake plunger that it is free and operates to the full extent of its travel. Clearances between the brake shoes and the drum shall be maintained according to manufacturer's standards. Examine the brake contained for wear and adjust or replace. Clean the brake drum pull. Prevent any loose material from catching between the drum and brake shoes. Replace brake shoes as required.

General Cleaning. Wipe down the hoisting match and generator. Excessive heat or unusual noises shall be corrected. Any oil leakage shall be corrected by tightening replacing oil seals as required. Remove any dirt or dust from motor and generator housing. Brush off copper or carbon dust to may have collected on the control and relay panels.

Motors, Regulators and Generators. Maintain brushes so that they are free to move in their holders and make good contact with the commutator. Check the brush spring tens and replace all brushes, if required, with new brushes of the same size and grade. Clean carbon dust from the brush holders and insulators. Wipe off the commutator but do not sandpaper. If the carbon dust cannot be removed entirely from the commutator by wiping, the undercut slots should be cleaned. Shorted conditions between the commutator bars shall be corrected. Maintain the commutator in an oil free condition.

3.1.3.1 Monthly M&R Services. Services that are to be performed at thirty (30) day intervals.

Governors. With the power removed from the controls, trip the Verner by hand to see that all parts of the mechanism operate freely. Check and repair loose pins, bolts and anchors. Examine and clean the over‑speed safety switch contracts, check for proper operation and adjust if necessary. Lubricate the governor shaft and bearings and adjust or replace worn parts.

Car Door Operators. Examine and clean door operator motors. Examine all moving parts connected to the door operators. Tighten any loose screws or bolts and replace worn parts. Examine the door gibs. If they bind in the threshold groove, the gibs shall be removed and the parts cleaned.

Retiring Cam. Examine the retiring cam for worn pins and bearings, loose bolts and missing lock rings and repair as required. Examine the clearances between the cam and door‑switch level rollers and adjust for proper operation.

Wire Ropes & Fastenings. Examine all steel and iron wire ropes and fastenings on the car, counterweight, and governor. Notify the Contracting Officer within four hours of adjustments made and of unsafe conditions found. The tension of hoist and compensating ropes shall be checked and adjusted to see that they are all alike.

Traveling Cables. Examine all traveling cables for evidence of wear due to rubbing against any beams, walls, or the car platform, and repair or replace as required. Adjust the cable loop to avoid striking the pit floor and assure that it travels through the hoist way without any twisting motion or interference.

Counterweights & Compensators. Inspect and adjust the clearances of the counterweight at the buffer with the car stopped at the top floor landing. Check the clearance between the compensatory and the pit floor to determine if the ropes on either the counterweight or the compensator need shortening. Examine and adjust the compensating sheave and sheave bearings.

Hoist way Door Equipment. Clean all grease and dirt from the hanger tracks and lubricate. Check and adjust up thrust rollers if necessary. When applying fresh grease to the tracks, be careful that the does not get into interlock contracts. Examine the hanger fastenings to see that all parts are secure. Check the door gibs and replace those that are worn. Clean, lubricate and examine the door arms, check for loose pins and bolts and worn or cracked castings, and repair or replace as required.

Hoist way. Clean all hoist way equipment such as secondary sheaves and beams, car and counterweight guide rails and brackets, limit switches and their brackets, supporting

beams, counterweight, car top, car sides, and safety mechanism. Remove any trash on the car bottom or the pit floor. Tighten all loose rail bracket bolts. Adjust all ropes, rope fastenings, and hoist way conduit as cleaning operations progress down the hoist way. Adjust the car sling for loose bolts, car steadying plates and brackets. Clean and fill the rail lubricator pots and wicks when provided.

Hoisting Machine. Check for proper operation and report deficiencies to the COR. Check for cutting of the drive sheave or secondary sheave grooves. Maintain the prescribed oil level in the gear housing.

Door Interlocks. Pull on each hoist way door from the corridor side while the car is running to verify that the doors are securely locked and that the car does not stop because of interrupted door contact circuit. Test the door contact circuit and the control panel for grounds and high resistance shorts using an odometer. Make visual and touch examination of door interlocks to maintain proper operation.

Guide Shoes & Roller Guides. Observe the operation of the guides. Replace any worn gibs or worn or eccentric wheels.

Retractable Safety Door Edge. Examine all moving parts of retractable door edge and repair or replace as required. Inspect the trail cable for wear and adjust to prevent rubbing of any parts when the door is operated. Check the operation of the door edge contracts and switches and adjust or replace whether necessary for proper operation.

Hydraulic Oil Holding Tanks. Run the car up and down and observe the oil level at each extreme on the gauge. Add oil when required. All replacement oil will comply with the equipment manufacturer's specifications.

Cylinder Packing Gland. Examine the cylinder‑packing gland for excessive leakage and tighten, or replace packing when leakage cannot be corrected by tightening the gland.

Hydraulic Pump Units. Wipe down the pump and motor. Examine all bearing surfaces for excessive heat and unusual noises while the pump unit is running and adjust or repair to correct. Any oil leakage that develops at the pump and piping system shall be corrected.

Controller. With the main line switch disconnected, operate each contactor and relay by hand. Adjust all control relays to assure wiping action across the contacts. Tighten all rivets and screws, adjust air gap if excessive and insure that there is no friction existing in the relay movement. Inspect the hinge pins and stop plates and replace those that are worn. Examine the shunts and replace those which are frayed or otherwise. Check all wire terminals for tightness. Tighten all nuts and bolts that hold resistance grids. Clean contacts or relays that operate such as overload relays, reverse phase relays and protective relays. Repair or replace as required.

Slow Down & Limit Switches. Remove covers, clean out switch boxes, examine contacts, clean and adjust when necessary. Maintain all moving parts free from friction and noisy operation. Check the setting of slow down switches by operating the car into a terminal landing. If slow down control is sufficient and the car goes past the terminal landing far enough to create a hazard to passengers, then corrective adjustment shall be made.

Oil Buffers. Oil buffer plungers shall be cleaned and the oil level maintained as measured by the attached gauge. Test the spring‑return plunger. Adjust the plunger so it returns to its top position when released. If the buffer is equipped with a switch, check operation and clean the contacts.

Machine Brake. Remove the brake plunger, clean the plunger and sleeve with solvent and clean with emery cloth if surface is rough. If the brake sleeve is worn to the extent that the brake plunger rubs on the coil housing, the sleeve shall be replaced. To examine the brake lining, it will be necessary to land the counterweight, remove the spring tension from the brake arms and move the brake arms away from the drum. Linings, which are worn or oil soaked, shall be replaced. Be sure the rivets holding the linings to the brake shoes are tight and that none are likely to rub the brake drum. The ball sockets or pins for the brake shoes shall be cleaned and lubricated when reinstalled.

3.2 Unscheduled Repair Calls. An unscheduled Repair Call is a notification from the COR or his designated representative requesting the Contractor to go to a specific elevator or correct an elevator problem which the Government determines to need attention before the Contractors next scheduled maintenance visit. The Contractor shall have a mechanic on site within two (2) hours after receiving the call. The elevator service Contractor shall provide this service during normal working hours at no additional cost to the Government. Repeated incidents of callbacks will be deemed non‑performance on the part of the Contractor. Breakdowns and shutdowns, such as electrical troubles, burned out control coils, open circuits, electrical or mechanical adjustments will not keep the elevator out of service longer than one (1) day. Under no circumstances will any shutdown or breakdown last longer than three (3) days. This includes the locating of the trouble, procurement of parts, the installation of these parts, and the placing of the elevator back into safe uninterrupted operation. The Contractor must be so equipped to meet the above requirements. The excuse of not being able to obtain parts, necessary technical and engineering advice, etc., will not be acceptable, and the Contractor will be considered in default, giving sufficient justification to the Government to obtain these services from Contractors who can provide the Government with uninterrupted elevator service. The Government may take over the work and prosecute it to completion by contract or otherwise, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government, previous to the termination of the contract.

3.3 Emergency Calls. The Contractor shall provide emergency service 24 hours per day, seven days a week including holidays at no additional cost to the Government. An emergency is defined as any malfunction or hazardous operation condition that the COR has determined to endanger life, limb, or property. The Contractor shall furnish the COR with the names and telephone numbers of qualified personnel and company officials who will be contacted in case of an emergency. The Contractor will respond to an emergency call immediately directing service personnel to the site; their arrival not to exceed one hour from the time the emergency call is made. The Government reserves the right to contact other sources and to charge the Contractor for the cost whenever this time limit is exceeded. An emergency call may be initiated by the COR or his designated representative. Arrival shall not exceed one hour from the time the emergency call is made. 

Upon arrival on site the Contractor will do whatever is necessary to rescue persons trapped in an elevator, prevent further hazardous operations of the equipment, and secure the elevator against further use until repairs have been made. The Contractor shall not leave the site until released by the COR or his designated representative.

3.4 Elevator Inspections Support. The Contractor shall supply all labor and equipment required to perform elevator testing procedures required by the COR and as directed by a certified elevator inspector. Payment will be made on an actual man‑hour basis according to the bid schedule. The COR will arrange to have a certified inspector supervise as described in ANSI A17.1 and as required by the local certifying authority. Once the COR has reviewed the test results, the Contractor shall repair all operating deficiencies noted by the inspector, subject to the exclusions of Section 2.3, within two business days. If the Contractor fails to complete the required repairs within the time specified the Government reserves the right to contract with other sources for repairs and to charge the Contractor for all costs.

4. Reporting of Service and Acceptance by the COR. The Contractor shall report in person to the COR or his alternate upon arrival on post. The time of arrival shall be noted by the COR and recorded on the mechanic's service ticket. The mechanic shall sign in on the equipment room log sheet and complete a service ticket at each job site describing the actual service performed including labor hours, services provided, parts used, and a complete description of his findings. Any abnormalities in the operation of the elevator shall be described in full. Contractor will provide appropriate M&R checklists, approved by the COR, which will be completed and signed by the mechanic before leaving the job site. (Sample checklists are enclosed). The mechanic will present a copy of the completed service tickets and checklists to the COR before leaving the site. No service shall be considered complete until these reports have been presented to and accepted by the COR.

The Contractor shall submit monthly invoices signed by a company official to the COR describing in full the services performed. Invoices shall be broken down by line item. The COR will review the invoice for completeness and correctness to insure that it agrees with his own records. The COR retains the right to inspect all work performed by the Contractor to insure that the work was performed properly. The Contractor shall correct any improperly performed work before the COR will authorize payment. Once satisfied the COR will forward the Contractor's invoice to the Finance and Accounting Officer for payment according to the unit price schedule.

5. Equipment Log. The Contractor shall maintain a neat and orderly log in ach equipment room. The log shall be updated each time the Contractor arrives at the equipment room to perform maintenance, repairs, or inspections. The log will contain a complete record of all work performed including, but not limited to, date of services, printed name and signature of mechanic, arrival and departure times, services performed, and parts replaced. The Contractor shall submit a sample of the log book format to the COR for approval within fifteen (15) days after award of the contract. The Contractor shall surrender the equipment logs to the Government upon termination of the

contract.

ALL OCCUPATIONS LISTED ABOVE RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS:

HEALTH & WELFARE: Life, accident, and health insurance plans, sick leave, pension

plans, civic and personal leave, severance pay, and savings and thrift plans.

Minimum employer contributions costing an average of $2.56 per hour computed on the

basis of all hours worked by service employees employed on the contract.

VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or

successor; 3 weeks after 5 years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service

includes the whole span of continuous service with the present contractor or

successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the

performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173)

HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year:  New Year's Day, Martin Luther

King Jr.'s Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day,

Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A

contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays another day off with pay in

accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 CFR 4.174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE PARENTHESES AFTER THEM RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS (as

numbered):

1)  Does not apply to employees employed in a bona fide executive, administrative,

or professional capacity as defined and delineated in 29 CFR 541.  (See CFR 4.156)

2)  APPLICABLE TO AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS ONLY - NIGHT DIFFERENTIAL:  An employee is

entitled to pay for all work performed between the hours of 6:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M.

at the rate of basic pay plus a night pay differential amounting to 10 percent of

the rate of basic pay.

3)  WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at night as part of a

regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional

10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.  If you are a full-time

employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your regularly scheduled workweek,

you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday premium of 25% of your basic

rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime (i.e. occasional work on

Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees

employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or

in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This

includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder

and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or

explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance

operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All

operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.  All

operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the

following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an

adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual

cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made

the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to

this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining

agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary

affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning

and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in

those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear"

materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do

not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial

laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms

of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,

there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage

rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the

request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.
